PALAZZO MADAMA
Palazzo Madama is a 
compendium of the entire 
history of Turin: originally 
a Roman gate, it became a 
small fort in the Middle 
Ages, and in the fifteenth 
century the castle of the 
Princes of Acaia.
In the seventeenth and 
eighteenth centuries it 
was turned into the home 
of the royal dowagers of 
Savoy. 
In the nineteenth century 
King Charles Albert made 
the Palazzo home to the 
Royal Painting Collection 
and the first Senate of the 
new Kingdom. In 1934 it 
became the Museo Civico 
d'Arte Antica di Torino.

MEDIAEVAL 
STONEWORK
Displays in four rooms take 
the visitor on a 
chronological tour through 
the stylistic and 
iconographic development 
of architectural stone 
sculpture in Piedmont 
from the twelfth to the 
thirteenth century. 
The mosaic from Acqui 
Cathedral is on display in 
room 2. 
The Treasure Tower 
contains a selection of 
precious objects, including 
the Treasure of Desana. 
 

GOTHIC AND 
RENAISSANCE
The galleries house 
paintings and precious 
objects from the thirteenth 
to the sixteenth century. 
The visit starts with Gothic 
art and then winds its way 
through the International 
Gothic and the 
Renaissance, offering an 
overview of Piedmontese 
figurative art spanning 
four centuries. 
The Treasure Tower also 
contains some of the 
Museum's masterpieces, 
such as the Portrait of a 
Man by Antonello da 
Messina and reliefs by 
Giovanni Agostino Busti, 
called Bambaia. 

BAROQUE ART
The ancient apartments of 
the royal dowagers, or 
Madame Reali, contain the 
fifteenth- and sixteenth-
century collections. 
In chronological and 
stylistic order, the works 
were made in Italy and 
abroad for the Dukes. 
In the Ballroom there is a 
selection of furnishings 
that illustrates the 
opulence of Baroque 
cabinet-making, while the 
Treasure Tower houses a 
series of works that recall 
the famous 
Wunderkammern of the 
royal families.  

DECORATIVE ARTS 
COLLECTIONS 
With a wonderful 
sweeping view of the city, 
the first gallery contains 
one of Italy's most 
important collections of 
majolica and porcelain. 
The visit continues in the 
gallery devoted to textiles. 
In the last room there are 
the collections of ivories, 
jewellery, small bronzes, 
Venetian blown glass and 
the splendid collection of 
painted and gilded glass, 
which is unrivalled the 
world over, donated to the 
Museum by Marquis 
Emanuele Tapparelli 
d'Azeglio. 
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
